Our mission is to help each child embrace wholesome values and develop a 

healthy self-concept.  Our children will be kind and considerate of others, 

possess a solid foundation for learning thereby becoming accomplished, 

independent, life-long learners. 

 
With God as the Master of our school, we believe that we can lead learning 

and together achieve excellence. 
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Accidents: 
Details of minor accidents at school are recorded in the Accident Book and a 

copy is sent home at the end of the day.  You will be telephoned immediately 

in the case of a head injury. 

 

When professional treatment is needed (e.g. stitches, broken bones) we will 

inform you immediately and take your child to the A&E unit.  An ambulance 

will be called for very serious cases.  Your child will be accompanied to the 

hospital by a member of staff and you will be asked to join them there. 

 

Admission: 
Nursery places are offered if spaces are available.  Arrangements are made 

for children to have a ‘Taster Session’ prior to their formal admission. 

 

Pupils who apply for places from the Reception year through to Year 6 are 

required to be assessed (informally for the younger ones) in Maths and 

English.  Places are offered on the basis of the results of those 

assessments, the number of children in need of learning support in each year 

group, and the recommendation of the child’s previous school. 

           
      

Areas of learning:   
Foundation Stage 

We receive Government funding to deliver part-time early years education.  

This means that we are required to deliver the Early Years Foundation Stage 

curriculum. 

 

The philosophy underpinning the Foundation Stage curriculum is that learning 

should be carefully planned and structured, with an emphasis on activities 

that are fun, relevant and motivating for each child.  Teachers in the 

Nursery and Reception classes therefore support the children’s learning 

through ‘facilitated’ play and by extending and developing children’s 

‘spontaneous’ play.  Activities are both child-led and adult-led. 

 

The foundation Stage Curriculum is organised into the following six areas of 

learning: 
 
• Personal, social and emotional development 
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• Communication, language and literacy 

• Problem solving, reasoning and numeracy 

• The development of knowledge and understanding of the world 

• Physical development  

• Creative development

Attendance: 
Children are expected to be in the school by 8:45 am and it is important that 

your child arrives on time for lessons. 

 

Children who are late must report to the school secretary to be marked in 

the register.  Lateness is disruptive and to be avoided and parents will be 

notified if we feel there is cause for concern. 

 

Permission to take children out term time must be requested from the 

Headteacher.  Forms are available from the office.  Please note that we do 

not condone the practice of taking children on holiday during term time and 

also, that withdrawals exceeding the statutory limit must be reported to the 

DfES. 

 

In the case of unplanned absences (e.g. sickness), parents must notify the 

school by 10am, on the day of absence.

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Car Park 

Parent parking is to the left as you enter the school Car Park and Staff 

parking is to the right, with the first two spaces reserved for the Head and 

Deputy.  The yellow boxed zone is for dropping off and parents are not 

permitted to leave the car unattended in this area.  Emergency vehicles must 

be able to access the premises at all times.  Parents are asked to not park on 

the zig-zag lines or to mount the pavement outside the school, which makes 

it difficult for buggies to get past.  Individuals blocking access should be 

reported to the Office.  Additional parking is available at the secondary 

school.  Continue along Appletree Walk, bear left and enter through the iron 

gate.  There is a car park at the bottom of the driveway and an additional 

one around the back of the building. 

 
Child Protection: 
Mrs Horwood is the designated child protection officer for the school.  

Sensitive information is shared on a ‘need to know’ basis only. We have a 

statutory duty to report everything that gives cause for concern regarding 

any child in our care to Hertfordshire Social Services. 

 

Each member of staff has been trained to recognise signs of abuse, and has 

a responsibility to follow the procedures of the policy. 
 
Parents are asked to note that reprimanding a child with the use of an 

implement is unlawful. 

  

Clubs: 
The Secretary will notify parents of the after school clubs on offer at the 

beginning of each term.  Numbers are limited and places are offered on a 

‘first come, first served’ basis.  Children need to be picked up promptly from 

clubs at the Infant or Junior door, depending on the location of the club.  In 

addition to the specialist clubs, the school runs a regular early bird club 

from 8am and an after-school club from 3.45-5.45pm.  Individuals who need 

to contact the after-school club after 4pm may call on 0798 424 162.

• Be well-behaved, polite, well-mannered, honest and attentive 

• Walk, (not run) in the school building 

• Tell a teacher if anyone at school is not treating me well 

• Keep my hands and feet to myself (not kick, hit, punch, pull or push 

anybody) 

• Follow instructions 

• Not swear or use bad words 

• Use a quiet voice inside  

 

I will also: 

• be on time for school 

• not bring dangerous instruments or objects into school 

• wear the CORRECT uniform with pride.  I will not wear jewellery or the 

wrong shoes.  My hair accessories will be simple and in school colours 
 
This code of conduct has been formulated with the safety and well-being of 

the children in mind.  Adhering to it will enable the school to function 

efficiently as a place of learning. 

 

Communication: 
Please check your child’s school bag and diary each day.  A newsletter is sent 

out every Thursday and a copy will be posted on our website. 

 

Appointments to see teachers can be made via the office or with the 

teacher at the end of the school day.  Aside from a brief exchange, please 

be mindful that the morning may not be the most convenient time to speak 

with teachers, as they are busy preparing the day’s activities.    
 
Conflict Procedure: 
It is important that conflicts are resolved swiftly and we encourage the 

children to develop skills in conflict resolution.  Please make an appointment 

to meet with your child’s teacher or the Headteacher to discuss any matters 

of concern. 

 

Problems involving another child must be referred to a member of staff or 

the Headteacher.  We respectfully ask you not to confront a child or his/her 

parents directly as this is not in the best of interest of the child and will 

tend to complicate matters. 

 

Discipline: 
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We take a proactive approach to discipline by encouraging good behaviour.  

We set clear expectations and reward those who meet them.  A range of 

sanctions are applied for inappropriate behaviour: e.g. time out, working in 

another classroom and temporary withdrawal of privileges.  Children are 

expected to bring closure to incidents involving other children (and Staff) by 

apologising and making things right. 

 

We use incentive schemes that encourage and reinforce responsible 

behaviour such as praise, stickers, well-done tokens, certificates, privileges 

and small gifts. 

 

Incidents of repeated challenging behaviour that affect the ethos of the 

school are referred to the Discipline Committee which is composed of: 

• The Headteacher 

• The Deputy Headteacher 

• The Headmaster of the Secondary School 

• The class teacher of the child 

• The Education Director 

 

A written warning will be given for incidents of challenging behaviour.  

Further incidents could result in permanent exclusion. 

 

Challenging behaviour can take the form of: 

• Verbal abuse 

• Physical abuse 

• Assault 

• Defiant refusal 

• Absconding 

 

Serious incidents are logged and will be reviewed to detect trends and to 

ensure prompt and appropriate intervention. 

 

Appeals Procedure: 
Parents may wish to appeal against an action taken by the disciplinary 

committee.  Appeals must be sent in writing within five school days of the 

disciplinary action, to the Appeals committee.  Appeals must include grounds, 

based on the violation.  Three committee members will meet with the 

education director, one board member and/or the head from a local school in 

the Seventh-day Adventist network.  This will be the final appeal to 

determine whether or not to affirm the original committee decision. 
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Parents can help by: 

• Recognising the value of close partnership with parents, teachers and 

children 

• Discussing the school rules with their child, emphasising their support 

of them, and assisting, where possible, with their enforcement 

• Attending parents’ evenings, parents’ functions and by developing a 

positive rapport with the school 

• Knowing that teaching and learning are adversely affected without 

sound discipline 

• Remembering that staff deal with behaviour problems patiently and 

positively 

• Not reprimanding other children in the school or approaching the 

parents of other children regarding issues 

 
 

 
 
Handwriting: 
A copy of the foundation writing script* and the correct pencil grip* that 

the children will be learning is included in the handbook.  Please encourage 

your child to use this form of print and pencil grip when writing at home. 

 

Children are expected to follow the standard layout of presentation in all 

their writing.  All children will be encouraged to present their work to a high 

standard. 

 

Children will progress onto handwriting pens one they have earned their ‘pen 

license’.  Licenses can be obtained from Year 4 once the joint script is 

secure.  Biros and gel pens are not allowed. 

 

Hats: 
Hats are not compulsory uniform but only uniform hats may be worn.  Winter 

woolly hats and summer caps can be purchased at the school office. 
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Home and School Association: 
The Home and School Association is a valued and valuable support for the 

school.  The association organises programmes and events to raise funds for 

annual school projects, as well as social events.  Committee members are 

elected annually at the A.G.M. The date is published in the school calendar. 

 

Homework: 
Each class teacher draws up a weekly homework timetable.  Children in the 

lower years are set reading and spelling most nights and the older pupils are 

expected to do a half-an-hour to forty-five minutes of homework each night.  

Parents are encouraged to see that homework is completed and returned on 

time and to sign the diary. 

 

Houses: 
Each pupil is assigned to one of two houses when they join the school – 

Bunyan: Green and Nightingale:  Red.  House points are awarded for good 

work, effort, good behaviour, skills in P.E, and for good manners.  The team 

with the most house points wins the cup at the end of the school year.

Please label EVERYTHING!  

• All uniform items including shoes and hats 

• All P.E. and swimming items

• Stationery 
 

Lunches: 
The canteen provides cooked meals from Monday to Thursday which is priced 

at £2.50 each.  You can choose to either send a healthy packed lunch or 

order a school lunch.  Nuts are not permitted as some pupils have serious 

allergies.  The menus will be posted on the noticeboard and on our website. 

 

Lunch vouchers can be bought from the school secretary. 

 

Please note that we do not operate a credit system for school dinners. 
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Lost Property 
The lost property bin is kept at the Infant entrance.  Parents can access this 

at home time.   

 

Music Lessons: 
Children are able to take individual music lessons in piano, violin, flute, 

clarinet and saxophone.  Forms are sent out for you to complete.  Parents 

enter into private contracts with the music teachers and pay them directly.  

Please enquire at the Office. 
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Nursery: Good Friend Chart: 
The Nursery is a happy, safe place because we follow the Good Friend Chart. 
 

 
 
Nursery:  P.E. 
There is one P.E. lesson per week.  The children need black shorts, a plain 

white T-shirt and black plimsolls.  
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Nursery: Rest Time: 
Every afternoon the children have a ‘rest time’.  Some children actually sleep.  

If you think this nap will disturb your child’s night-time sleep, please let us 

know and we will do our best to keep him/her awake. 

 

Nursery:  Teeth: 
We encourage the children to brush their teeth after meals.  If your child 

has lunch at school, please send a toothbrush with his/her name clearly 

marked on it.  We recommend the special toothbrushes that have toothpaste 

in them.  These are available from Boots. 

 

Open Evenings/Parent Consultations: 
We schedule one parent consultation per term to discuss targets and review 

progress.  It is preferable that children do not accompany parents to these 

evenings.  If parents are unable to arrange child care, meetings can be 

arranged for after school. 

 

Pick-up: 
Nursery and Key Stage 1 children must be picked up at 3:30pm.  Key Stage 2 

children must be picked up at 3.35pm.  Duty of care is for 10 minutes after 

the end of school.  Children not collected by 3.45pm will be booked into the 

after school club and the appropriate fee will have to be paid on collection.  

Parents not wanting to pay for this facility are respectfully asked to pick up 

on time.   

 

There are odd occasions when unforeseen circumstances hold parents up.  

Please ring the school if you anticipate that you may be late so that we can 

keep your children informed.  The After-School club contact number is:

Children are expected to bring their full P.E. kit on Monday, keep it at school 

for the week and take it home on Friday for washing.

Playground Rules: 
In the playground I will: 

Take care of others, play safe and friendly games, take turns, talk with the 

other person to work out my problem, line up quietly when the whistle goes. 
 
The children are supervised in the playground by 2-3 members of staff, 

depending on which playtime it is and how many children are out.

Queries and concerns 
If you have a concern about your child, please see the teacher in the first 

instance.  If the concerns are not addressed or addressed satisfactorily, 

please see the Head.  Beyond that, matters can be raised with the Education 

Director at the BUC or the School Board. 

 

Reading: 
Reading is a very important part of your child’s learning, as the skill is 

essential for learning in all areas of school.  Parental involvement is an 

integral part of our school’s reading program.  In Reception and Key Stage 1 

the basic reading program is outlined as follows: 

 

Reading is a complex task involving two main areas: 

• Reading fluency: 

Which is made up of: 

o Reading accuracy – the number of correctly read words 

o Reading Rate – the speed at which words are read 

o Reading expression 

 

• Reading comprehension:  Making meaning of what is being read 
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Both areas are equally important and affect each other.  A child, who may be 

able to accurately read quite difficult words, however may read slowly.  This 

indicates that the child’s decoding skills are not yet automatic.  Much of the 

child’s brain power is being used to decode, leaving little or no brain power to 

understand what is being read.  Another example may see a child reading at 

an appropriate speed (rate), however making a lot of errors.  By not reading 

accurately the meaning of the text will change and this will affect the child’s 

reading comprehension. 

 

Learning to read involves the acquisition of several skills.  Although these 

skills intermingle there is an optimal order of acquisition.  If the skills are 

not learnt in the correct order later reading may be affected.  The basic 

order is presented below.  As is shown, reading fluency and comprehension 

skills are learnt simultaneously. 
Reading Fluency Comprehension 

1. Hearing and identifying the sounds 

that a word is made up of.  For example: 

cat is made up of the sound 

      c – a – t. 

 

2. Learning the most common letter-

sound correspondences and letter names. 

 

3. Blending letters together to make 

simple words – this needs to be learnt as 

soon as two –letter sounds are learnt. 

For example: c-a-t makes the word ‘cat’. 

 

4. Reading words then text made up of 

words containing the most common 

letter-sounds.  It is not until this stage 

that learners should be given readers. 

 

5. Learning letter combinations – two or 

more letters forming one sound.  For 

example the letters ‘s’ and ‘h’ make the 

sound ‘sh’ as in ‘ship’ when they are put 

together. 

 

6. Learning that letters can make more 

than one sound.  For example the letter 

‘a’ makes a different sound in each of 

these words: ant, baby, about, any. 

 

7. Reading words then text containing 

1. There are three broad levels of 

comprehension. 

 

Literal: 

Where the information is directly stated 

within the text. 

 

Inferential: 

The information that isn’t directly stated 

but inferred.  The reader may have to put 

two or more parts of the text together to 

understand the author’s intent. 

 

Critical: 

The reader is asked to make a personal 

judgment.  There are no clues given in the 

text. 

 

2.  The text that beginning readers can read 

will not lend itself to the higher levels of 

comprehension.  However, a learner still 

must be taught how to think inferentially 

and critically.  This is done via listening 

comprehension activities.  As a learner’s 

reading fluency skills develop so will the 

complexity of the text that he/she is able 

to read.  Comprehension tasks can then be 

based more on what the learner is reading. 
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letter combinations and less common 

letter-sound correspondences. 

 

8. At each step the learner must be 

accurate first then become automatic at 

the skill. 

 

 
Your child may enter school part way along the reading continuum described 

above or he/she may need to start at the beginning.  Wherever your child is 

on the reading continuum it is your child’s teachers aim to keep them moving 

forward.  It is important to remember that no two children are alike.  Do not 

become over anxious, and do allow your child to learn at his/her own rate. 

 

Reading - Parent Involvement: 

Children are more like to become good readers if parents: 

• Read to children 

• Read with children 

• Listen to children read 

• Visit the library with children 

• Show the usefulness of reading via newspapers. Magazines, TV guides etc. 

• Enjoy reading themselves.

Verbal reports are shared at open evenings and a full written report is sent 

out in the Summer, on the last day of term.  Report slips must be signed by 

the parents and returned to your child’s teacher on the first day of the 
new term.

If your child is not well, then it is best for them to stay at home.  Please 

telephone the school on the first day of absence, by 10am, explaining the 

absence.  A note will be filled in and sent to your child’s teacher and the 

absence will be marked as ‘authorised’. A note must be sent when the child 

returns if you have not called to explain the absence already. 

 

Teachers cannot administer medication without your written consent.  If you 

wish us to do so, please complete the Medication Form and give it to your 

child’s teacher along with the medicine.  (Please state how many days the 

child will need to take it.) 

 

Children who become ill at school will be looked after for a while.  If they do 

not improve we will contact you to pick up your child.  Please ensure that we 

have all your contact details and those of other trusted adults, in the event 

that we are unable to reach you.   

 

All children who enrol at the school must be fully immunised. The medical 

form must be completed by your doctor and sent to the school when your 

child enrols. 

 

Head Lice: 
Please check your child regularly for head lice and ring worm.  See your 

doctor or chemist immediately for treatment.  Children with head lice or ring 

worm will have to stay at home until they are clear or no longer contagious.

Uniform 
Every pupil is expected to wear the correct uniform.  John Lewis in the 
Harlequin Centre is our official supplier.  We do not approve of non-

regulation ‘almost, but not quite right’ dresses and skirts.  Please ensure that 

the correct uniform is bought in the first place.  We expect our children to 

be clean, neat and tidy at all times.
